Mars has got a new visitor! As you are reading this, a robot named Curiosity is exploring the
Red Planet. Scientists hope that Curiosity can help them answer a big question: did life ever
exist on Mars?

Rover in action

Curiosity is a type of wheeled robot called a rover. It's about the size of a small car. NASA, the
USA space agency, launched Curiosity from Cape Canaveral, Florida on 26 November 2011. It
landed on Mars in August after a nine-month journey.

When the new visitor hit the ground, it
began taking photos with its 17 digital
cameras. Those pictures were transmitted
to scientists on Earth- more than 150
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TGERAPHIC NEWS

million miles away.

Curiosity works a lot like a remote-
controlled car. Scientists on Earth control
the rover as it slowly moves along the
rocky surface of the Red Planet.

What makes Curiosity different from other
previous Mars rovers (Spirit and
Opportunity) is its powerful laser and its
onboard laboratory. Right now, the laser is
busy shooting at Martian rocks and
breaking them into tiny bits. Then,
Curiosity collects the pieces and analyses
them in its lab.

A hunt for life

Curiosity is looking for signs of water. All life-forms need water to survive. In the past, other
Mars rovers discovered ice. Curiosity’s mission is to hunt for more clues about whether Mars
was once home to living things - or if it still is.
